LEAVES:  Only bagged leaves will be picked up.  
Call 776-6348, press  0 to schedule  curbside bio -bag leaf 
pickup .  Biodegradable bags are available free of charge to            
Noblesville residents at all city buildings (including all fire          
stations) and also at the Hamilton County Household                  
Hazardous Waste Center (1717 Pleasant St.). Weekly pickup 
will be the same day as trash day.  
 

BRUSH:  Do not put brush in the street .  All brush must 

be stacked in small piles, no more than four feet in length and 
eighteen inches in diameter (4ôx18ò).  Individual limb size 
should be no more than four inches (4ò) in diameter.  If the  
residentôs brush pile exceeds the above stated size, please 
contact the NSD to schedule a special brush pick up. CALL the 
Street Dept. at 776 -6348, press 0 to schedule brush pick up 
as weather permits.

Dear Pebble Brook Homeowner, 
 
At the October 18, 2011 annual member meeting a quorum of homeowners 
voted to approve an annual assessment, for the year 2012, in the amount of 
three hundred dollars, $300.00.   The total annual assessment of $300.00 is 
due and payable on or before February 15, 2012  and will be delinquent  
after this date. 

 
Our Covenants state in part:  ñAny assessments which are not paid when 
due shall be deemed delinquent. If an assessment is not paid within thirty               
(30) days after the delinquency date, it shall bear interest from the                   
delinquency date at the rate of eighteen percent (18%) per annum and shall 
become a continuing lien in favor of the VAPB HOA...against the member 
obligated to pay the assessment including interest, costs, and reasonable         
attorneyôs fees...ò

Resident Concern:   
I live on Candlewood Court; and over the weekend, I as well as two other neighbors 
have spotted coyotes in our yards .  Animal Control was contacted to obtain some  
education on the animals, as I have a small dog who chased after one of them on         
Saturday night.  Animal Control suggested that a notice be placed in the newsletter        
making the neighbors aware of their presence and some tips on how to deal with 
them.  It was stated, in the majority of cases,  one of the neighbors is feeling sorry for 
them and is feeding them.   
 

Some suggested precautions :  
 

a DO NOT FEED THE COYOTES!  
a If feeding animals outside, do this during the day-

light hours and make sure to take any remaining 
food inside. 

a Keep smaller dogs in the house from dusk to dawnð
accompany your pets outside during the early 
morning and evening hours.  

a If a coyote is in the yard, make loud noises to scare 
them off ða flashlight with a flood lamp is also 
known to cause them to leave the area. 

a Secure ALL trash with a lid.  
a Install motion sensitive lighting.  
a Clean up any fruits or berries. 
a Clear brush and vegetation around your property to remove the  

habitat for the small animals that may attract the coyotes. 
 

Thank you for your time (to Rick Foster, President HOA), and I appreciate any help 
that you can provide in making the other neighbors aware of their presence so 
that we may be vigilant in protecting our small pets.  ð Tamie Caulk
